Winston Modeste Jones was born on August 4, 1944, to Anthony and Rose Jones in the 

Republic of Trinidad and Tobago. He went home to be with his Lord and Savior Jesus Christ 

on January 28, 2026. 

 

After graduating high school, Winston—eldest of nine children—trained as an electrician with 

the Trinidad and Tobago Electricity Commission. He later applied his skills at sea, serving as 

an electrician on a merchant ship that routinely traveled between Trinidad and Baltimore,

On August 1, 1992, Winston began working in the Maintenance Department at George Mason 

University in Virginia. He received the University Service Award in 2018 in honor of his 25 

years of dedicated service. That same year, his colleagues recognized him for his exceptional 

commitment and hard work within the Maintenance Department. In 2019, he was honored with 

the Bronze Impact Award from the University. He retired in February 2021.   

 

In his leisure time, Winston loved hunting and fishing, and he often shared deer jerky and 

venison with his colleagues and church family.  He also loved spending time with his beloved 

German Shepherd, Walter, who remained by his side as a protector and companion. 

 

Winston will be dearly missed by those who knew and loved him. He leaves to cherish his 

memories, his siblings: Leota Thomas, Theresa Grace Jones, Virginia Edna Jones, Edmund 

Jones, Stephanie Cyrus, and Enid Debbie Jones.   

 

Winston was preceded in death by his parents, Anthony and Rose Jones; and siblings, Claudia 

Jones, and Everis Jones.
